Determining the Cambridge English Scale scores
In all  exams,  other than  Cambrz.dge E#g/g.sA..  Key and Ke)J/or Scfooo/s*, candidates receive a Cambridge English

Scale score for each skill - Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking. Where tested, candidates also get a separate score
for Use of English.
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The overall score is calculated by averaging the individual scores a candidate receives. In Cambrz.c7ge E#g/;.sA.. Ke};,
the score for the Reading & Writing paper is doubled to account for the double weighting of this paper.

The  grades  and  CEFR  levels  are  defined  at  specific  points  on  the  Cambridge  English  Scale.  For  example,  a
Cambridge English  Scale  score of 195  in Cc!mbrj.dge E#g/z.sfe.. 4cho#ced represents a grade  8, and also  indicates that the
candidate is at Level C I.

Relating scores between exams
The  Cambridge  English  Scale  represents performance  across  a wider range  of language  ability  than  any  single

exam. Each exam is mapped to a section of the scale.

Candidates who score between  160 and  179 will receive a Cambridge English certificate stating they demonstrated

atility at Level 82.
Candidates  scoring  between  142  and  159  will  not  receive  a  certificate,  but  will  be  given  a Cambridge  English

Scale score which will be shown on the Statement of Results.
